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1 The text on a Title Bar can be centered and/or colored, and should be able to contain other HTML elements such as an
image since it is actually a div. However, the function of a Title Bar as essentially a horizontal divider should be kept in mind.

Boxes

Boxes are added with the Caret (") character. This character can be located anywhere on a line but it should be the first
character. The first Caret indicates where the Box will starts and a second Caret (on this or another line) indicates where the
Box is to end.

Page Breaks

Page breaks allow you to control the length of a page for easy reading. A new page can be added anywhere but should start at
the beginning of a line. A page break uses 3 Periods (.), the keyword page and another 3 periods (.)
